All performers are required to check in 45 minutes prior to their scheduled event.  Competition CDs 
should be turned in and clearly marked with the participant’s full name, level, coach’s name, and 
running time.    
Events will not be delayed for skaters who arrive late.   
MUSIC 
We hope to be able to upload music.  Otherwise: 
Music can be reproduced on CD’s only (no CD/RWs or DVD).  CD’s must contain only 1 cut of music.  
Clearly label CD in ink (Sharpie pen) with the skater’s name, his/her professional’s name, the event, and 
the music run time. Music must be turned in at the event check-in.   
VIDEOTAPING & PHOTOGRAPHY 
No flash photography is permitted.
